ADVANCE DIRECTIVES POLICY

WAC 388-76
When a medical emergency occurs for a Resident, the Provider or Resident Manager SHALL:

(a) Immediately contact the local emergency medical services in the event of a resident medical emergency REGARDLESS of any order, Directive, or any other expression of the Resident wishes involving the provision of medical services (or lack of provision).  Residents will be informed of this policy upon admission.

(b) Have readily available for emergency medical services personnel the Resident’s Advance Directives, if the Resident has executed an Advance Directive.

(c) Inform the Resident of the action REQUIRED.

(d) Include the action REQUIRED in the home’s Operational Policies.

If a resident has any Advance Directives, copies will be needed for our Adult Family Home records.  Advance Directives on file will be provided to the emergency medical services when the moment arrives.

If a Resident does not want CPR to be performed, we will need a legally acceptable signed “No CPR” order.  Otherwise we will begin CPR and continue until help arrives.
